9. All exhibits must be claimed by 5:30PM SUNDAY unless other arrangements are made.
10. Ribbons will be awarded for 1st Place, 2nd place and 3rd place in each class.
11. Cash prizes of $3 for 1st place, $2 for 2nd place and $1 for 3rd place will be awarded for the Marigold Classes.
12. Classes 1-12 can be shown in bottles, as only the bloom is judged.  Arrangements are judged on design of the materials, the appropriateness of the container and color.
